AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF      TOWNSHIP,       COUNTY IN THE COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA,
TO AUTHORIZE, ESTABLISH, IMPLEMENT AND ENFORCE A STANDARDIZED SYSTEM OF PROPERTY ADDRESS NUMBERING.
Now, therefore, be it ordained and enacted by the Supervisors of          Township,      County, Pennsylvania, as follows:
SECTION I:   RESPONSIBILITY FOR ASSIGNING ADDRESS NUMBERS   The proper officers of the Township of       are authorized and directed to do all acts necessary and proper to establish, implement and enforce a standardized system of property address numbering. Any owner of a property on which there exists a dwelling unit or business which does not presently have a number assigned to it shall apply to the Township Secretary for assignment of a number.
SECTION II: SIZE, STYLE AND LOCATION OF NUMBERS. Each building to which a street number has been assigned shall have such number on a background of contrasting color and displayed in a position easily observed and readable from the public right-of-way and also the same number displayed on freestanding mailboxes, or if there is no mailbox, the driveway shall be marked using the same number displayed on the building. All numbers not placed on buildings shall be not less than three (3") inches in height and all numbers on buildings shall be not less than five (5") inches in height. All numbers shall be Arabic numbers.
SECTION III: OBLIGATION OF LANDOWNERS. It shall be the obligation of the owners of the property to which numbers are being assigned to comply with the standards set by this Ordinance as directed by the proper officers of the Township of     .
SECTION IV: POWER TO CHANGE NUMBERS. The Township Secretary shall have the power and authority to change numbers for the purpose of orderly numbering of addresses. After receiving notice of such a change, the owner shall change the number within 30 days.
SECTION V: PENALTIES. Failure on the part of the property owner to comply with this Ordinance shall be punishable as a summary offense in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
SECTION VI: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall become effective five (5) days after adoption of this Ordinance.
