PLUMBING INSPECTOR

DUTIES:

Examination of application for plumbing licenses, examination and approval of plans and specifications, issuance of permits and collection of fees.

Inspection of plumbing and conduct of tests.

Issuance of certificates of approval.

Initiate proceedings for arrest and prosecution of violators of this Plumbing Code.

Maintenance of official records and making reports.

Advisory service to the public in the matter of plumbing regulations.

The Plumbing Inspector shall perform any other reasonable duties which the Management may 
deem necessary.

The Plumbing Inspector shall not, during the term of his off ice, engage in plumbing business or 
in the manufacture or sale of plumbing supplies, in the Township of  ___________. The Plumbing Inspector is hereby authorized to enter any premises or in any building in the 
Township for the purpose of inspecting any plumbing or disposal systems to ascertain 
whether or not such plumbing or disposal systems meet the requirements of this code, 
and to ascertain compliance with permits issued.

The Plumbing Inspector will perform any other duties deemed necessary by the Township 
Manager.
