BE IT ENACTED and ORDAINED by the Supervisors of the Township of  ___________,  ___________ County, Pennsylvania, and if is hereby ENACTED and ORDAINED by the authority of the same, that:


SECTION 1.
Beginning January 1,
1997, there shall be a charge of 25 cents per foot per year for improved front​age and 10 cents per foot per year for unimproved frontage for all properties having frontage within 250 feet of a street light.

SECTION 2.
All Ordinances or Resolutions or any part of any Ordinance or Resolution inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed insofar as the same affects this Ordinance.
