BICYCLES

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF _________ REGULATING THE USE OF

BICYCLES ON TOWNSHIP ROADS AND PROVIDING FOR THE REGISTRATION AND INSPECTION OF ALL BICYCLES FOUND IN THE TOWNSHIP.

IT IS HEREBY ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of _________ Township as follows:

SECTION ONE – Registration and Inspection Required. From and after the first day of _________, 20___, it shall be unlawful for any person or persons to operate or use a bicycle upon any of the streets or public thoroughfares of _________ Township without first obtaining a registration and inspection tag, therefore, and having said bicycle properly registered and affixed with a registration and inspection tag.

SECTION TWO - Application for Registration; Inspection of Bicycles. Applica​tion for registration shall be made and kept by the Chief of Police or any other authorized Township Official upon forms provided for that purpose, said forms to contain the name, date of birth and address of the owner, together with a descrip​tion of the bicycle, plus the number on the frame of the bicycle for which issued, sufficient for identification thereof.  No registration and inspection tag shall be issued or renewed un​less it can be determined that the applicant is the owner of said bicycle, or that he is entitled to possession thereof, nor until it is examined and found to be in compliance with this ordinance by such individual or individuals as designated by the Board of Supervisors of _________ Township.

SECTION THREE – Registration and Inspection Fee; Renewal; Transfer; Registration and Inspection Tag. The annual registration and inspection fee to be paid for each bicycle shall be determined by resolution of the Board of Supervisors of _________ Township. Any registration and inspection tag granted hereunder shall be effective until _________ 1, 2_____, when the same shall expire and must be renewed annually thereafter for the current registration and inspection fee determined by the Board of Supervisors of _________ Township. Registration may be transferred without charge when the ownership of said bicycle is transferred. Upon application and satisfactory evidence of the loss of a tag, a new tag may be issued upon payment of the current yearly registration and inspection fee. The registration tag granted shall be displayed on the bicycle at all times by being attached to the frame in the rear directly under the seat of the bicycle in a manner that is plainly visible.

SECTION FOUR - Rental of Bicycles. A rental agency shall not rent or of​fer any bicycle for rent, unless the bicycle is registered and inspected with a tag attached thereto as provided herein.

SECTION FIVE - Penalties. Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall, upon conviction thereof, be sentenced to pay a fine of not less than Two and 00/100 ($2.00) Dollars, nor more than Ten and 00/100 ($10.00) Dollars, plus costs, or to be imprisoned in jail, in default of the payment of such fine, for a period not exceeding two (2) days.
